WILDWOOD PARK is south-central PA's premier wetland study area, 

where school groups experience 229 acres of habitat, including shallow lake, 
swamp, riparian, field and forest. Students learn while exploring boardwalks, 
trails and an exhibit hall in the modern Olewine Nature Center.
